Arts and Earth Center hopes to
grow a community in its garden
this summer.

The earth-friendly school on Jef-
freys Neck Road is soliciting green
thumbs to grow produce together
in a half-acre garden. The
concept is different from the usual

stead of individuals cultivating
separate plots, these gardeners
will all work together and reap the
benefits as a community.
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'certified, but will use organic prac-

tices, she said. The land had been
home to an organic garden in the
past, but in recent years there has
not been a full-time organic farmer
to tend to it. This summer, a part-
time farmer will be avallable to
lend a hand. :
